


Lacunza Summer Camp is housed in an educational centre that includes: dorms (6 beds
and closets per room with toilet f£acilities down the hall), football fields, basketball
courts, a fronton, a theatre, game room, multimedia centre and a cafeteria.
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Our language classes are grouped by age and level with a
maximum of 13 students per class. Well qualified teachers strive
to make learning exciting and fun while instilling confidence in
the students as they develope and improve written & oral skills.




The game room provides students with a place to relax
and interact with other students outside of class. Itis

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Tree! and crafts area, sofas, a stereo system & the Camp Store.
